his unique car collection is his 

1939 Dodge Business Coupe 

with 2 cylinder steam engine.  

This is a Bolsover style boiler.  

The engine is his own design 

with a Stanley Steamer design 

engine in the early 1900's.  It 

was built by Mr. D. A. 

Warriner in New Orleans, LA.  

Mr. Warriner was a self taught 

engineer.  The car was started 

in the late 1940's and 

completed in 1951.  Mr. 

Warriner was upset because of 

the gasoline allocation during World War II.  He was a 

steam person and decided to build one that did not need 

gasoline as a fuel.  The vehicle burned kerosene to heat the 

boiler.  He designed the engine himself and machined and 

built all of it including the differential himself like a 

locomotive has no transmission.   He drove the vehicle thru 

the 50's and thru the early 60's it was sold to a professor at 

Mississippi State because Mr. Warriner could not longer 

service the vehicle.  He owned the D. A. Warriner 

Company in New Orleans founded in 1926 and is still in 

the instrument business today.  Letôs hope that Joe will 

enter this one-of-a-kind car in the upcoming Scarecrow 

Cruise & Car Show.  It will certainly be a good candidate 

for the ñMost Unusual Award!ò  Joe is often seen driving 

around Madison County in his beautiful yellow 1969
