MCC Members attend Pontiac ñCo-Ventionò in Dayton, Ohio! 

 
On July 8, 2009, MCC members Mike Martin, Randy Salter, 

Bill Kirk and Sam Williford struck out from Madison, MS 

on a fourteen hour drive to Dayton, Ohio to attend the first 

ever "Co-Vention" of the GTO Association of America 

("GTOAA") and the Pontiac Oakland Club of America 

("POCI").  For years, the two clubs have held separate 

events.  However, this year marked the first time the two 

clubs have ever combined their annual conventions.  With 

over 1,200 show cars in attendance, it was truly an Indian 

uprising.  There were several rare and unique cars on 

display.   

 

One of the more interesting cars in attendance was, perhaps, 

the most famous GTO ever built.  Freshly restored, the 

original 1964 Car & Driver magazine GTO test car was a 

crowd favorite.  This car represented America's introduction 

to the GTO. Surrounded in mystery for years, this car left 

the factory and spent a couple of days at one of Pontiac 

Engineering's facilities before being tested by Car & Driver 

magazine.  For years, questions were raised regarding 

exactly what happened, if anything, with the car during this 

time frame.  It was finally revealed just a few years ago that 

the original 389 cubic inch engine was swapped for a thumping 421 cubic inch bruiser.  Because 

there were virtually no external differences between the two engines, the press was unaware that 

any changes had been made.  Another interesting car was the original 1963 Royal Pontiac "Swiss 

Cheese" Catalina.  In addition to the aluminum hoods, fenders and bumpers, about a dozen cars 

had large holes in the sides of the frame from the factory.  While looking under one of the cars, a 

journalist said the frame looked like a piece of Swiss cheese, thus christening the cars with the 

now historic name. 

 

Mike Martin displayed his silver 1975 Trans Am in the car corral and gathered compliments 

throughout the event. Sam Williford entered his red 1967 GTO in concourse judging with both the 

GTOAA and POCI.  The GTOAA judged the car on Thursday while the POCI judged the car on 

Friday.  Each club had a team of five judges who reviewed every square inch of the car for 

approximately 20 minutes.  It is really quite amazing the knowledge these individuals possess and 

the degree of detail they look for in a car.  The GTO earned a "Gold" award with both GTOAA 

and POCI.  The highlight for Sam was having the car selected out of the 1200 cars in attendance 

to be in the December issue of High Performance Pontiac magazine that will hit the newsstands in 

Mid-September.  The editor of the magazine, Tom DeMauro, spent approximately three hours 

shooting the GTO over a two day period.  Sam would like to give a special thanks to Bill Kirk for 

his numerous hours spent in helping get the GTO ready for the event and also the use of his 

enclosed trailer for transporting the GTO in comfort. You will get a chance to see Samôs award 

winning GTO at the Scarecrow Cruise & Car show in October!
