Their second road car was a joint development with MereBdag called the Mercedd®enz

SLR McLaren. McLaren produced a little over 1,100 in a few different variations from 2004
2010. Both of theseats carried many technical highlights; however, central to both of them
was their carbon structure.

McLaren was the first manufacturer to use carbon fiber in their race cars and continued its us
in their road cars. | had a chance to stud¥*& McLarenroad car in Kenner, LA at a frietsl

shop. At that time, the car was 14 years old and the only thing that gave its age away was tl
tall aspect ratio tires. | was offered the chance to sit in thébaaut did not try it. The F1
features centralseagin, 3 seats across and | canodt seece
gracefully. Anyway, | was blown away by its shape. The fit and finish was excellent and the
sublime shape something to see. Later, | learned it took 4,000 man hours to preduce tt
carbon fiber monocoque chassis. | understood what th@® capabilities were although
standing next to it the shape did not shc
NSX. Nothing mean looking about it.

| bookmarked the forums and aites | could find and finally in January 2010, the McLaren
e website had a place to register your interest intent or commitment
to buy. | committed to purchase and instantly they (computer
generated) fired back a questionnaire. They questioned year of
birth, car magazines | subscribe to and cars owned or previously
owned.

| continued to read everything | could find on the 12C and finally the factory announced the
first public showing of the car was be in England at the Goodwood Festival of Speed early
July 2010.

A cowgdleays later, | took off from
Braxton on the 460 mile drive to meet the sales manager. | got to the dealership at 10:00a
and got out 2 hours later with very little new information. However, he knew | was serious
and knew | wa s n 0 tis oae whd spgeyaees on makiag af profit prp eanty
delivered cars. | find this concept of making money on cars quite foreign from all of my car
dealings.
